Our speaker will be: Founder, President and Chief Technology Officer John K. Schneider, Ph.D. Dr. Schneider is a co-founder of Ultra-Scan and enjoys a worldwide reputation as a pioneer in the use of ultrasonics for fingerprint identification and security systems. He has extensive experience working with corporations as well as such government agencies as the National Institute of Standards and Technology, the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Central Intelligence Agency, the Department of Defense, and the National Security Agency. Before he co-founded Ultra-Scan, Dr. Schneider was with Calspan Corporation, where he served on a number of key projects including the Space Shuttle for NASA and the redesign of the Automatic Fingerprint Reader System or AFRS, still being used by the FBI. He holds a BS, MS, and Ph.D. in Electrical and Computer Engineering all from the University of Buffalo. He also holds seven patents related to his work in ultrasonics and has authored numerous articles and published papers.
